REIGATE & BANSTEAD DISTRICT SPORTS COUNCIL

GRANT AID TO INDIVIDUALS

The Reigate and Banstead District Sports Council (hereinafter referred to as the ‘District Sports Council’) wish to encourage individual sportsmen and women who show themselves able to excel at a particular sport.  In some circumstances (and to the extent that funds are available) financial assistance in the form of grants may be given to those fulfilling the criteria set out below.

Those receiving grants may be asked to assist the District Sports Council where possible at events it may organise, in particular by attending at the annual Festival of Sport or otherwise.

PART I – CRITERIA

1. Applicants must either 

(a) have been resident in the Borough for at least 1 year or

(b) if not so resident, have been an active member (for at least 1 year) of a Club or other organisation affiliated to the District Sports Council (hereinafter called ‘the Club’).

2.
Grants will only be made to individuals who participate in a recognised sport at regional or higher level or who, in the opinion of suitably qualified referees, would so excel if they were able to have training additional to that available locally.

3.
Grants may be made towards the cost of purchasing specialised equipment and for training, coaching and travelling expenses up to a total of 50% of the cost.

4.
Grants of up to 50% of the cost may also be made to a disabled person for the purchase of specialised equipment to enable the individual to participate in sport if the District Sports Council is satisfied that such participation is desirable.

5.
Grants will not normally be made towards any purchase at a price which the District Sports Council thinks excessive.

6.
All applications will be considered on their merits and the decisions by the District Sports Council as to whether to make any grant or otherwise will be final.

7.
Submission of an application for a grant will imply that the applicant agrees to these criteria and will abide by its terms and conditions.

8.
(a) Each application by disabled persons must be supported by a local club at   which the individual intends to play and 2 referees confirming the advisability of the individual participating in the sport concerned.

(b) Any other application must be supported by the Chairman, Secretary or Treasurer of the Club and by at least 2 other referees confirming participation at Regional or higher level.

(c) If the individual concerned is under 18 years of age, the application must be supported by a parent or guardian

PART II – TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1.
Grants will only be made when the applicant satisfies the District Sports Council that the balance of the cost is available.

2.
The payment of a grant for the purchase of equipment may only be made when evidence of a firm order having been placed is forwarded to the District Sports Council.

3.
Any person receiving a grant must show within six months of receipt of the grant that the money has been spent on the authorised project or the grant will be claimed back.

4.
If any equipment purchased with the aid of a grant is sold or disposed of within a period of five years (dependent upon the type of equipment purchased) the District Sports Council will seek reimbursement of part or whole of the grant.

5.
The making of the grant does not in any way commit the District Sports Council to contribute towards any future maintenance costs or running expenses of equipment purchased or facilities provided.

6.
The making of a grant does not create a precedent for future decisions.

7.
The applicant for a grant to assist with the purchase of equipment is solely responsible for ensuring the suitability for the intended purpose of the equipment being purchased.  Neither the District Sports Council nor any of its Officers or Members will be liable in any respect, whether in contract, tort or otherwise for any failure, breakdown, loss, lack of suitability or fitness for the purpose of the equipment being purchased and neither the said District Sports Council nor any of its Officers or Members in any way warrant or represent the suitability or fitness for the purpose of any such equipment.

8.
In the case of a grant to a disabled person for the purchase of equipment, the award of a grant does not guarantee that the individual will be permitted to use that equipment in sports clubs or on sports grounds controlled by the Reigate and Banstead Borough Council or elsewhere within the Borough.

9.
In the event that information supplied in any application for a grant proves to be false, such grant shall be immediately cancelled and shall be repaid to the District Sports Council.
